Go to genealogy

Ancestry.com -- from the library only, you may trace your family tree! Drawing on the U.S. Federal Census, 1790-1930, and the UK Census Collection, 1861-1901, and the US Immigration Collection (ship's logs and passenger indexes, linked to images of original documents), Vital Records and Social Security Index, WWI draft registration cards, and the Comprehensive Reference Collection for book searches and over 700 historic and modern maps.
The following can be accessed from home as well as the library through the same connection as above

Connecticut State Library -- explore the major genealogical holdings for the state of Connecticut and discover the Genealogical Index Search Service.
Cyndi's List -- a categorized and cross-referenced index to genealogical resources on the Internet; a list of links that point you to genealogical sites online
Ellis Island -- research your immigrant ancestors and view or purchase original ship manifests for entries through Ellis Island and parts of New York.
Family Search -- resources of the Mormon Church
Olive Tree Genealogy -- site to search military records, ships' passenger lists and land records
